1. Introduction to online courses for 10 minutes: In the beginning of each class, I will introduce a

website of online courses, such as Open Yale Course, Coursera, edX, Ted and more. In the

semester, all participants have to choose one online course and write a term paper of three pages

to introduce the course, including a note of it.
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2. This course will use problem-based teaching/learning practices. After introducing the context of




thespecific topic at that week, the teacher will provide an event or problems related to the theme
and then ask each group of students to discuss within the group for 15 minutes. In principle,
each group consists of 5-6 persons, and every participant can contend his/her own opinion and
try to communicate with the others. . In advance, each group chooses their representative and
present their ideas or process of discussion to all the students. After proper deliberation and
debate, the teacher will have a lecture to comment or supply some key points to the previous
discussion and answer questions.
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3. Reading materials: The teacher will give an academic article or a piece of news report for each
week in advance.
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1. Weekly participation and discussion (20%)
It is essential that students in this module actively and enthusiastically take part in discussion.
All students are expected to come and engage in discussion with fellow participants.
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2. Term Paper (40%): All participants in this module have to produce a term paper, at least three
pages with relative topics. For instance, questions on the list are recommended.
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3. Final exam (40%)
